Norwich school children compose a work with the Endellion String Quartet

Schools workshops: 9, 16, 17, 22 and 23 April, 1 and 2 May 

Performance: Norwich Playhouse 4 May at 3pm
Four Norwich schools – Valley Primary, Firside Junior, Kinsale Junior and Hellesdon High School – are taking part in a remarkable project with the world-renowned Endellion String Quartet. 

The project, led by animateur Lucy Forde, is based around non-verbal communication and the unique way in which musicians communicate with each other. The Endellion String Quartet is known for “captivating concertgoers with a remarkable rapport, playing to each other with a sense almost of discovery, communicating to the audience on a level of unusual intimacy" (The Guardian) and its performances reveal how four remarkable individuals become one music-making machine. 

120 pupils, 30 from each of the four schools, will create a piece of music in response to Debussy’s String Quartet in G Minor, Opus 10 from the Endellion String Quartet’s repertoire.  The project culminates on Sunday 4 May with a performance of the resulting piece by the Endellion String Quartet and all the participating children.  This performance at Norwich Playhouse is part of the Endellion String Quartet’s The Secret World of Strings in the Norfolk & Norwich Festival.
